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Cursive Design Bug

Materials:



· Construction Paper in 2 Contrasting Colors

· Scissors

· Glue

· Ruler and Pencil

Instructions:

1. Fold one piece of construction paper in half lengthwise.

2. With fold at the bottom, write your name in cursive.

3. Make sure your letters are large and have plenty of space between them.  

4. Let the letters touch the fold at the bottom.  (Just write the top half of the letters f, g, j, p, q, y and z.)

5. Cut out your name through both halves of paper, leaving a margin around each letter.  Do not cut where the letters touch the fold.  Unfold the paper.

6. Put glue on the chalk side of the paper and glue onto a contrasting piece of color paper.

7. Display your abstract name vertically.

8. Add eyes and decorate to turn into a bug.
