Anyone have any outstanding insect craft ideas to share for this summer? 
I am especially interested in a bee craft suitable for 300-400 kids ages 2-5. 
 
I did a bee craft with a group that age last year, and it went over pretty well.  It’s cheap and easy, and the final product looks good.
 
You’ll need:
 
· yellow pom-poms (one per bee) - the really big ones, not the small or medium sized ones
· black pipe-cleaners (1 1/2 per bee)
· self-adhesive googly eyes (2 per bee)
 
Cut the pipe cleaners in half.  Wrap 3 halves around the pom-pom, one about 1/3 in from the back, one 1/3 in from the front, and the other in the middle.  The pipe-cleaner at one end should point up, while the other two should point down.  The ones pointing down become the legs – just bend them at 90 degree angles near the ends.  The top ones becomes the antennae – just curl them a bit.  Plunk the two googly eyes on the face, and you’re done!
 
As simple as it sounds, they come out looking pretty cool, especially if you use the really big pom-poms (about the size of a table tennis ball).  I wouldn’t try to glue to googly eyes on – it can get pretty messy when trying to get them on the pom-poms.  The self-adhesive ones work great.
 
You can make a grasshopper the same way with clothespins, cloth-covered gardening wire, and googly eyes.
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
